I know everyone has their favorite program, etc. but if 
your program is not reaching people for Christ or if itôs not discipling members then what is it accomplish-
ing.  I am working with one of our churches in the process of revitalization.  Their vision team is made up 
of nine members all of which have multiple jobs.  When you have too many jobs nothing gets done well.  
Remember it is not your priority that counts, it is Godôs!   It is His church, not yours! 
     Turning around a declining or stagnant church is not easy.  Decisions must be made that not everyone 
will agree with, but the alternative might be death.  What is more important, getting your way or seeing the 
church grow and reach the lost for Christ? 
     I am so grateful for your prayers, support, and encouragement as I work along side of you and our Beu-
lah Churches.  It is a blessing to be serving where God has called.  Looking forward to what God has in 
store.
